ANNUAL REPORT 
Fiscal Year 2019 

 
 

I.  Introduction 
 
A.  Background 
 
The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) regulates urban stormwater management 
under the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES).  Urban stormwater 
collects in, flows through, and discharges from a “municipal separate storm sewer system” 
(MS4).  Thus, EPA refers to the mechanism for regulated urban stormwater management as the 
“MS4 program.”  The Alabama Department of Environmental Management (ADEM) carries out 
the MS4 program at the state level and regulates urban stormwater management for qualifying 
public entities in Alabama.  (The acronym “MS4” can also refer to such a public entity.) 
 
On March 21, 2013, ADEM issued an individual MS4 permit (NPDES No. ALS000006) to the 
Alabama Department of Transportation (ALDOT).  This MS4 permit was designed specifically 
for ALDOT and replaced regulatory coverage of ALDOT under MS4 permits issued previously.  
(Hereinafter, the MS4 permit issued in 2013 will be referred to as simply “the Permit.”)  The 
Permit went into effect on April 1, 2013, and was intended to stay in effect for a term of five 
years (i.e., through March 31, 2018).  After five years, though, the Permit was administratively 
continued by ADEM and remained in effect through September 30, 2019, when ADEM issued a 
revised permit that became effective on October 1, 2019 (i.e., the beginning of Fiscal Year 
2020). 
 
The Permit applies to areas of the state as specified by Permit item I.A.  Requirements of the 
Permit largely fall under six minimum control measures:  Structural Controls Operation, Public 
Education & Public Involvement (PEPI), Illicit Discharge Detection & Elimination (IDDE), 
Construction Site Stormwater Runoff Control, Post-Construction Stormwater Management, and 
Pollution Prevention / Good Housekeeping (PPGH).  In addition, the Permit also contains 
specific MS4 monitoring requirements.   
 
ALDOT developed a stormwater management program (SWMP) to address the requirements of 
the Permit and other MS4 stormwater management objectives.  The document containing details 
of the SWMP is the “Stormwater Management Program Plan” (SWMPP).  The SWMPP explains 
the ALDOT MS4 stormwater management activities to be conducted over the Permit term, the 
ALDOT parties associated with particular activities, the goals corresponding to the activities for 
the Permit term, and the intended timeframes for the completion of activities.  The first version 
of the SWMPP was submitted to ADEM on March 20, 2014.  Four revisions of the SWMPP 
dated September 30, 2014, September 30, 2015, January 12, 2017, and September 30, 2017, 
respectively, were prepared while the Permit was in effect.  
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B.  Purpose of the Annual Report 
  
ALDOT provides updates with respect to SWMPP implementation through annual reporting.  As 
required by Permit item IV.A.1, ALDOT submitted an annual report to ADEM by January 31 of 
each year the Permit was in effect, and the same is required by the MS4 permit issued in 2019.  
Each annual report covers the previous fiscal year (i.e., October 1 – September 30).  Generally, 
the material included in the report was governed by items IV.A.3 and IV.B of the Permit.  In 
addition, the report describes and provides rationale for modifications made to the SWMPP, in 
accordance with items II.C.2 and II.C.3. 
 
This document is the annual report covering Fiscal Year (FY) 2019 (i.e., October 1, 2018 – 
September 30, 2019).  For clarity, this annual report does not apply to activity requirements of 
the permit issued in 2019 because that permit went into effect in FY 2020.  MS4-applicable 
stormwater management actions ALDOT performed during FY 2019 and the statuses of 
SWMPP-identified activities during FY 2019 are explained in Part II of this report.  Part III of 
this report provides ALDOT’s evaluation of its SWMP given actions performed and data 
collected throughout the entire Permit term.  In Part IV, the future direction of the SWMP is 
discussed in light of the new permit issued in 2019.  Appendices that contain information to 
supplement Parts II through IV are included in this annual report as well.  The appendix structure 
used in this report is designed to largely mirror that of the SWMPP in order to facilitate 
connectivity between the SWMPP and this report. 
 
II.  Actions Performed & Statuses of Activities during FY 2019 
 
In this section, summaries of FY 2019 actions and statuses are presented for each SWMPP 
activity category.  Emphasis is placed on certain actions and statuses rather than on others, as 
judged appropriate.  A comprehensive list of SWMPP activities with corresponding FY 2019 
actions and statuses is provided in Appendix A to supplement the discussion that follows.  The 
list also contains expected tracking data for activities as well as references for finding additional 
information. 
 
A.  Stormwater Management Program Plan 
 
ALDOT did not revise the SWMPP during FY 2019.  The timely submission of this annual 
report will satisfy the annual report submission requirement (under the permit issued in 2019) for 
Calendar Year 2020.  Annual reports were submitted on time while the Permit was in effect.   
 
B.  Structural Controls Operation 
 
Beyond the actions taken as part of the Post-Construction Stormwater Management program 
discussed below in Section II.F, no action was taken with regard to structural BMPs during FY 
2019 as there were no fully operational structural BMPs within MS4 areas prior to or during FY 
2019.   
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C.  Public Education & Public Involvement 
 
Continuing to address litter as a PEPI program target pollutant, ALDOT maintained its 
agreements with Alabama People Against a Littered State (PALS) and Keep Alabama Beautiful 
(KALB) during FY 2019.  ALDOT contributed $294,938 to PALS and $180,027 to KALB for 
FY 2019 activities.  Activities conducted by PALS and KALB were in line with expectations set 
by contracts with ALDOT; Appendix C includes activity reports submitted by PALS and KALB 
that were reviewed by ALDOT.  When ALDOT District personnel noted a litter issue in a 
particular area, ALDOT followed-up with PALS and KALB to determine if litter control 
activities are being performed in that area.  Regarding the PALS Adopt-a-Mile program 
specifically, 783 parties were active participants performing litter pickup on a total of 811.98 
miles of roadway as of the end of FY 2019; a breakdown by ALDOT Region of roads adopted is 
provided in Appendix C. 
 
ALDOT provides ongoing anti-litter education for motorists by means of anti-litter signage 
posted on ALDOT roadways throughout the state.  During FY 2019, 715 anti-litter signs were 
active on ALDOT roadways across all ten ALDOT Areas.  A breakdown of signs posted by 
ALDOT Area is given in Appendix C. 
 
Also with respect to signage, ALDOT in FY 2019 continued the strategic deployment of signage 
to inform motorists of their entering an important watershed.  As of the end of FY 2019, twelve 
signs had been deployed on ALDOT roads to announce motorist entrance into one of seven 
watersheds (i.e., Chattahoochee River, Escatawpa River, Mobile River, Perdido River, 
Tallapoosa River, Tennessee River, Tombigbee River).  Further watershed sign deployment will 
be dependent on the provision of ADEM funding. 
 
ALDOT continued its activities addressing the other target pollutants (i.e., sediment, herbicide, 
chemicals and waste materials) as well during FY 2019.  ALDOT carried out its Qualified 
Credentialed Inspector (QCI) training and vegetation management training programs as 
expected; the outcomes of these programs are discussed below in Section II.E and Section II.G, 
respectively.  ALDOT conducted its typical good housekeeping training for support facility 
employees; outcomes of this training are discussed in Section II.H below.  Appendix C provides 
information regarding FY 2019 activities conducted in these programs.   
 
ALDOT maintained significant interaction with the citizens of Alabama during FY 2019.  
ALDOT maintained Web-based mechanisms as means to educate and engage with the public, 
including the Environmental Concerns Reporting Tool that allows citizens to report stormwater 
concerns.  Fourteen citizen reports were received through the Environmental Concerns Reporting 
Tool during FY 2019.  Nine additional citizen reports were submitted through environmental 
contact means found on the ALDOT Web site.  Details about the citizen reports and follow-up 
actions can be found in Appendix C.   
 
ALDOT’s use of Twitter to advance public awareness grew during FY 2019.  Thirty-six 
environmental-oriented messages were posted by the ALDOT Southwest Region (specifically 
Mobile Area).  The number of followers of the Southwest Region Twitter account rose to 
approximately 6,200 followers by the end of FY 2019.  The ALDOT West Central Region also 
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posted several environmental-oriented Twitter messages and had been followed on Twitter by 
approximately 1,650 accounts by the end of FY 2019.  Appendix C provides sample PEPI 
messages posted in FY 2019 by the ALDOT Southwest and West Central Regions.  The ALDOT 
East Central Region uses Twitter as well to communicate with citizens primarily with respect to 
I-59/20 improvement work.  Some messages posted by the East Central Region make the public 
more aware of ALDOT construction practices, which include those for erosion and sediment 
control. 
 
ALDOT participated in and facilitated education activities targeted for youth during FY 2019.  
Local ALDOT personnel served as instructors or in supporting roles in water festivals for 
schoolchildren in Montgomery County, Baldwin County, and Atmore.  Over FY 2019, ALDOT 
Mobile Area personnel gave tours of the Mobile Tunnel to 2,470 school-age children to 
demonstrate and explain tunnel operations, some of which are water resources or environmental 
in nature.  More youth education activity details are provided in Appendix C. 
 
During FY 2019, ALDOT participated in community outreach group meetings for the Coliseum 
Boulevard Plume (two meetings) and the Capital City Plume (one meeting).  Information about 
the community outreach group meetings is given in Appendix C. 
 
Beyond participation in community outreach groups, ALDOT made significant efforts to reach 
out to various stakeholders and communities throughout the state during FY 2019.  ALDOT 
participated in the Collaborative Environmental Network of Alabama by sharing insight about 
ALDOT’s environmental challenges and practices in forums attended by fellow MS4s, utility 
companies, business leaders, faith leaders, environmental advocates, and other stakeholders.  
ALDOT contributed to litter pickup efforts in addition to the PALS and KALB involvement 
described above.  For example, the ALDOT Guntersville Area participated in the “Renew Our 
Rivers” cleanup of the Coosa River in October 2018 and maintained a dialogue with Keep 
Etowah Beautiful.  Also, the ALDOT Mobile Area participated in a trash collection event 
associated with the TenSixtyFive music festival held in October 2018.     
 
ALDOT pursued multiple opportunities for coordination with other MS4s in the state during FY 
2019.  ALDOT Southwest Region maintained the One Clean Mobile partnership with the City of 
Mobile, and ALDOT Alexander City Area continued its dialogue with the Calhoun County MS4 
group.  ALDOT also maintained cooperative maintenance agreements with the City of 
Huntsville, the City of Montgomery, and Etowah County so that those local authorities could 
perform litter pickup on ALDOT property.  ALDOT continued to be an integral member of the 
Alabama Stormwater Association in FY 2019 by maintaining a comprehensive contact list of 
Alabama MS4 and other stormwater professionals and by playing significant roles in the 
facilitating of two seminars so that those professionals could gain technical knowledge and 
collaborate.  Moreover, ALDOT provided the venue for one of the seminars, and two ALDOT 
employees served on the Alabama Stormwater Association Board of Directors during FY 2019.  
Additional details about ALDOT’s MS4 coordination activities are given in Appendix C. 
 
ALDOT participated in the environmental-oriented efforts of several professional organizations 
during FY 2019.  Employees represented ALDOT as members of national organizations like the 
American Society of Civil Engineers and the American Association of State Highway and 
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Transportation Officials, state-level organizations like the Alabama Chapter of the Soil and 
Water Conservation Society, and more local organizations like the Choccolocco Creek 
Watershed Alliance.  ALDOT participation with professional organizations is further explained 
in Appendix C. 
 
Regarding additional education opportunities for ALDOT personnel, ALDOT employees 
participated in at least 21 professional educational events (e.g., conferences, seminars, 
workshops) during FY 2019; Appendix C provides a table with these events listed and the 
ALDOT attendance information for each event.  The ALDOT Construction Bureau facilitated in 
February 2019 a stormwater coordinators meeting, which brought together stormwater 
coordinators assigned to the Construction Bureau and to field offices for dialogue.  Regarding 
ongoing internal MS4-related orientation, meetings with MS4-applicable ALDOT offices were 
held so that plans and preparations for the new MS4 permit eventually issued in 2019 could be 
discussed.  More details about internal education activities that took place during FY 2019 can be 
found in Appendix C. 
 
ALDOT’s funding of stormwater management-related university research continued in FY 2019. 
Four research projects were actively funded during FY 2019.  Appendix C gives a list of research 
projects funded by ALDOT during and prior to FY 2019; the total ALDOT funding amount for 
each supported project is provided.   
 
D.  Illicit Discharge Detection & Elimination 
 
All major outfall inventory and screening activities planned for Permit term were completed 
prior to FY 2019.  Information regarding these activities can be found in the SWMPP and in 
previous annual reports.       
 
Two possible illicit discharges were reported to ALDOT during FY 2019.  Details about these 
possible illicit discharges and corresponding follow-up actions can be found in the environmental 
concerns report log in Appendix C. 
 
E.  Construction Site Stormwater Runoff Control 
 
In FY 2019, ALDOT continued to oversee Construction General Permit coverage and 
compliance as described in the SWMPP.  There were 41 active, permitted construction projects 
in MS4 areas during FY 2019.  Those projects are listed in a table provided in Appendix E. 
 
ALDOT received three concern reports relating to construction site stormwater runoff control.  
The concerns were addressed by ALDOT appropriately.  More details about the concerns are 
given in the environmental concerns report log in Appendix C. 
 
As noted in Section II.C above, QCI training was carried out as expected during FY 2019.  
ALDOT facilitated QCI recertification for 294 employees and 159 other individuals over 20 
sessions as well as provided the means for 62 employees to obtain initial QCI certification.  
Information about QCI recertification course sessions is provided in Appendix C. 
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F.  Post-Construction Stormwater Management 
 
ALDOT continued implementing post-construction stormwater management, employing policies 
and design guidance formalized prior to FY 2019.  However, no post-construction BMPs were 
fully operational in MS4 areas as of the end of FY 2019.   
 
G.  Pollution Prevention / Good Housekeeping 
 
Eighteen support facilities were inspected during FY 2019, and the deficiencies noted during 
inspections were resolved or are in the process of resolution in accordance with facility SPCC 
Plans.  The facility inspections performed and deficiencies observed during inspections are 
summarized in a table included in Appendix G.  No significant revision of the ALDOT-wide 
support facility SPCC program was made during FY 2019, and no support facility revised its 
SPCC Plan during FY 2019. 
 
With respect to support facility good housekeeping training, sessions covering SPCC, universal 
waste, GHS, and hazardous materials were conducted at ALDOT support facilities during FY 
2019.  Appendix C provides a table that indicates the dates of sessions held at specific support 
facilities for particular types of training along with the number of employees attending each 
session. 
 
Regarding transportation facility PPGH, applicable maintenance activities (i.e., snow and ice 
control, litter pickup, herbicide treatment and surveillance, drainage structure maintenance, 
erosion control) continued to be performed in manners intended to reduce the potential for 
negative stormwater runoff impacts during FY 2019.  Activity work amounts performed during 
FY 2019 for all ALDOT Districts in the state are given in a table in Appendix G.   
 
As noted above in Section II.C, vegetation management training continued throughout FY 2019.  
Nine sessions of the vegetation management training course were held for a total of 358 
participants.  Details about individual vegetation management training course sessions are 
provided in a table in Appendix C.  Agendas for this training (for Calendar Years 2018 and 
2019) are also provided in Appendix C.  Eight vegetation management training newsletters were 
distributed during FY 2019.  In addition, a total of 52 employees over seven sessions held during 
FY 2019 participated in the “Review for Commercial Applicator Examination” course. 
 
H.  MS4 Monitoring 
 
ALDOT concluded its planned MS4 Monitoring program activities for the Permit term prior to 
FY 2019.  The outcomes of those activities can be found in previous annual reports.  During FY 
2019, ALDOT continued to explore potential methods for future monitoring efforts. 
 
III.  Evaluation of the Stormwater Management Program 
 
When the Permit was terminated by ADEM at the end of FY 2019, ALDOT had been under 
Permit coverage for a term of the standard five years plus eighteen months, and the initial 
version of the SWMPP had been developed over five years prior.  While the SWMPP had been 
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revised multiple times since the development of the initial version, the goals and activities set by 
the SWMPP were mostly unchanged.  Also, the ALDOT MS4 program had undergone an 
ADEM audit in May 2016 that resulted in “satisfactory” ratings with respect to most aspects of 
the MS4 program.  Thus, ALDOT can evaluate the SWMPP as a whole and its individual 
components with a relatively high degree of confidence.  The outcomes of that evaluation follow. 
 
A.  Overall Program Compliance Status 
  
Actions expected by either the Permit or the SWMPP to be performed during FY 2019 were 
performed by ALDOT in a timely manner.  While the Permit was in effect, ALDOT experienced 
no instances of significant non-compliance with the Permit or the SWMPP.   
 
B.  Major Findings Resulting from the Program 
 
The outcomes of the ALDOT SWMP while the Permit was in effect provide evidence that the 
SWMP was functional and effective throughout the Permit term. 
   
The PEPI program was especially robust over the Permit term.  ALDOT communication with the 
public increased through online mechanisms like the Environmental Concerns Reporting Tool 
and Twitter.  Anti-litter signage and watershed signage were key mechanisms for communication 
with the public as well.  ALDOT became more engaged with the public, which was 
demonstrated by ALDOT participation in local litter pickup events, for example.  The 
accomplishments of PALS and KALB demonstrated the importance of ALDOT’s support of 
anti-litter organizations.  ALDOT coordinated extensively with other MS4s in the state to make 
them aware of ALDOT’s MS4 program goals in order to find opportunities for serving mutual 
program goals; the One Clean Mobile partnership and ALDOT’s integral role in the Alabama 
Stormwater Association are key examples of such coordination.  The erosion and sediment 
control training (i.e., QCI training) and vegetation management training ALDOT provided to 
both employees and non-employees were consistently effective and well-regarded by the 
stormwater professional community.  The tracking of environmental-oriented employee training 
improved throughout the Permit term. 
 
Findings from environmental concerns reporting, major outfall screening, and good 
housekeeping on ALDOT property indicated no major or widespread deficiencies in ALDOT 
MS4 stormwater management practices.  While external factors affected in-stream monitoring 
data collected during the Permit term, it is noteworthy that no definitive evidence of ALDOT 
MS4 contribution to stream pollution was found in the monitoring work performed.   
 
C.  Program Strengths & Weaknesses 
 
Well-established, MS4-applicable activities were noteworthy strengths of the ALDOT SWMP 
during the Permit term.  In particular, education of employees, education of the public, 
involvement with the public, construction stormwater management, and PPGH for transportation 
facilities are typically conducted in highly proficient manners and usually achieve expected 
outcomes and even outcomes beyond those that were required by the Permit.  The IDDE 
program gained strength with the successful field implementation of major outfall inventory and 
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screening over the course of the Permit term.  The formalization of PPGH procedures for 
ALDOT support facilities provided for official documentation of effective practices already in 
place at the support facilities. 
 
ALDOT’s MS4 Monitoring program during the Permit term was more reasonable than 
monitoring efforts conducted under MS4 permits issued before 2013, but the issues concerning 
the monitoring data collected during the Permit term, discussed in previous annual reports, have 
led ALDOT to consider other monitoring methods.  The Post-Construction Stormwater 
Management program implementation during the Permit term was smooth overall, but no post-
construction BMPs were fully operational as of the end of the term.  Full field implementation of 
post-construction BMPs will be needed to adequately gauge the effectiveness of the program.   
 
D.  Overall Program Effectiveness 
 
Although ALDOT had to implement multiple new MS4 practices during the Permit term, the 
ALDOT SWMP demonstrated sustained effectiveness.  If the SWMP were to remain mostly 
unchanged under the MS4 permit issued in 2019, ALDOT believes it would continue to 
demonstrate effectiveness, especially given that practices that were previously new are now 
either mostly established or firmly established within the MS4 program.  This assessment is 
based on the successes of program aspects implemented over the course of the Permit term and 
the proficiency with which ALDOT accomplished SWMPP goals throughout the Permit term. 
 
IV.  Future Direction of the Program 
 
With the issuance of the new MS4 permit in 2019, the ALDOT SWMPP will require revision to 
align with modified regulatory requirements.  However, given the success of the ALDOT MS4 
program demonstrated and the absence of significant setbacks throughout the Permit term, 
ALDOT expects the SWMPP that will be developed during FY 2020 to be very similar to the 
one that was in effect during FY 2019.

(See Data Base Below) This 
data base upgrade has afforded PALS a better and more efficient way in which to monitor 
compliance for the program, keep better contact with the volunteer adoptees, as well as 
beginning and creating and implementing a new and efficient inspection process for the 
program. 

All new data received from this point forward should reflect accurate information for 
each adopted mile. The data base in now updated ( as of March 31, 2016) with the ability 
to view exact numbers and locations of State, Federal and County adopted miles.

PALS continues to receive a very high level of responses and new applications (see 
attachments) for Adopt A Mile and Adopt a Stream programs during the First Quarter of 
2018-19. A new Compliance Reporting Form has been included in the PALS/ Adopt A 
Mile newsletter, where groups and individuals, PALS Chapters and others can report a 
group that is not keeping their respective mile of highway cleaned on a regular basis. 
PALS continues to work with ALDOT to identify miles that are not in the new data base 
system, did not transfer from the old data base, or were not entered into the old system 
originally. 

2018 Alabama PALS Statewide Governor's Awards Program 

The 2018 Statewide Governors Awards program was held at the Marriott at Capitol Hill 
in Prattville in November 7, 2018.

The Alabama Coastal Cleanup 

The 31 Anniversary of the Alabama Coastal Cleanup was held on September 15, 
2018. Recycling of all plastic items was incorporated into the cleanup during this 
31st anniversary. PALS coordinated the recycling effort with Thompson 
Engineering and Weeks Bay Refuge, which provided manpower for the recycling 
efforts. The cleanup covered Alabama coastal state highways, beaches, bays, bayous, 
and bridges from Dauphin Island to the Al/Fl state line. 

The 2018 31st Anniversary Alabama Coastal Cleanup turned out 5,500 volunteers, 
covered 240 miles of shoreline and produced over 40,000 pounds of litter and debris 
removed from these areas. 22 large Recycling Hubs were filled with rigid plastics, 
sorted and received by local recycling companies. 

In addition to the coastal zones, highway 59 municipalities continued to play a 
major role in the cleanup effort, with volunteers participating along highway 59 in 
their respective municipalities. 

2018 marked a historic year for the Alabama Coastal Cleanup. Alabama celebrated 31 
years of participation in the International Coastal Cleanup. Over 1.8 million lbs. of litter 
and debris have been removed from Alabama's beaches, bayous, backwaters and 
highways during the 31 year history of the Alabama Coastal Cleanup.

Specifics as Related to Contract October 1, 2017-September 30, 2019 
Fourth Quarter Reporting Period 07/01/2019-09/30/19 

The contract for 201 7-19 between Alabama PALS and ALDOT was finalized and 
received by Alabama PALS in September 2017, and includes components which both 
parties feel will best benefit the growth and maintenance of these valuable statewide 
programs. 

ALDOT and PALS have made final changes to a new and more information specific data 
base, which will be kept and updated by Alabama PALS. (See Data Base Below) This 
data base upgrade has afforded PALS a better and more efficient way in which to monitor 
compliance for the program, keep better contact with the volunteer adoptees, as well as 
beginning and creating and implementing a new and efficient inspection process for the 
program. 

All new data received from this point forward should reflect accurate information for 
each adopted mile. The data base in now updated (as of July 2019) with the ability to 
view exact nwnbers and locations of State, Federal and County adopted miles. 
Total miles, groups included in report) 

PALS continues to receive a very high level of responses and new applications ( see 
attachments) for Adopt A Mile and Adopt a Stream programs during the Third Quarter 
of 2018-19. A new Compliance Reporting Form has been included in the PALS/ Adopt A 
Mile newsletter, where groups and individuals, PALS Chapters and others can report a 
group that is not keeping their respective mile of highway cleaned on a regular basis. 
PALS continues to work with ALDOT to identify miles that are not in the new data base 
system, did not transfer from the old data base, or were not entered into the old system 
originally. 

2018 Alabama PALS Statewide Governor's Awards Program 

The 2018 Statewide Governors A wards program was held at the Marriott at Capitol Hill 
in Prattville in November 7, 2018. 45 + awards were presented in categories including, 
Adopt A Mile, Adopt A Stream, Clean Campus, Spring Cleanup A wards, Volunteer of 
the Year, Coastal Cleanup, City, County and others. Over 280 statewide volunteers 
attended the luncheon. PALS presented to awards to volunteers representing 21 Alabama 
counties. 

The 2019 Alabama PALS Governor's Awards Program will be held on November 
13, 2019 at the Renaissance Hotel in Montgomery Alabama. 



The 2019 Statewide "Don't Drop It On Alabama" Spring Cleanup was held on April 
20-27, 2019. 

PALS distributed over 190,000 trash bags and additional supplies (see below) to 65 
counties in preparation for the 2019 cleanup. 

As of July 2019, with approximately 75% of Report Forms returned, over 610 tons 
of litter have been reported as picked up during the 2019 Spring Cleanup.

PALS is currently 
able to view and total exact number of groups and adopted miles by County, State and 
Federal miles. PALS continues to work with Todd Jones of ALDOT to ensure that the 
data base is working correctly and enabling PALS to best use the data base for the benefit 
of the Adopt a Mile program. 

PALS continues to provide all data base updates to ALDOT on a quarterly basis. 

PALS continues to add/delete and change information to the new Adopt A Mile data base 
as updated information is collected. In addition to daily attention to the data base, a file 
system has been created and maintained to assist in creating an accurate account of all 
County and State and Federal adopted mile in the future.

The July 2019 Newsletter was completed and mailed statewide in July, as well as 
uploaded on the PALS web page. 

The Alabama Coastal Cleanup 
The 2019 Alabama Coastal Cleanup was held on Saturday September 21, 2019. 

The 32nd Anniversary of the Alabama Coastal Cleanup was held on September 21, 2018. 
Recycling of all plastic and aluminum items was incorporated into the cleanup during this 
32nd anniversary. PALS coordinated the recycling effort with Thompson Engineering, 
Osprey and Weeks Bay Refuge, which provided manpower for the recycling efforts. The 
cleanup covered Alabama coastal state highways, beaches, bays, bayous, and bridges 
from Dauphin Island to the Al/Fl state line. 

The 2019 32nd Anniversary Alabama Coastal Cleanup turned out over 5,500 volunteers, 
covered 240 miles of shoreline and produced over 44,000 pounds of litter and debris 
removed from these areas. In addition to the coastal zones, highway 59 municipalities 
continued to play a major role in the cleanup effort, with volunteers participating along 
highway 59 in their respective municipalities. 

2019 marked a historic year for the Alabama Coastal Cleanup. Alabama celebrated 32 
years of participation in the International Coastal Cleanup. Over 1.8 million lbs. of litter 
and debris have been removed from Alabama's beaches, bayous, backwaters and 
highways during the 32 year history of the Alabama Coastal Cleanup.

Attached is the report for the time period of October 1, 2018-September 30, 2019. The 
estimated weight of the litter removed by the affiliates reporting during the past year by 
approximately 135,392 volunteers during 1,531 cleanups is 2,461 ,780 pounds of litter. There 
are a few groups that did not report for the time period, and a few that have not reported their 
activity for the last quarter. 

During the past year we partnered with Keep the Tennessee River Beautiful to hold several 
cleanups the river. A goal for this year is to establish at least two other river/lake organizations 
focusing only on their iespective bodies of water. We plan to focus not only on preventing 
roadside litter, but also to prevent litter in our waterways. 

We are making efforts to distribute our litter prevention curriculum to all groups affiliated with 
Keep Alabama Beautiful. This curriculum has lesson plans and activities that are applicable for 
preschool through high school courses. 

During the past months I have worked with 5 cities to begin or further their affiliation process 
with Keep America Beautiful. The cities of Anniston, Decatur, Jacksonville, Oxford and 
Tuskegee. The City of Livingston also is in the process of becoming a Keep Alabama Beautiful 
affiliate. Keep Alabama Beautiful continues to grow across the state encouraging residents to 
become citizens and take action to prevent/ cleanup litter. 

We appreciate so much our partnership with ALDOT and everything you do to help us better 
serve our purpose. Hope you will be able to join us at the Keep Alabama Beautiful State Affiliate 
meeting in March next year. As soon as I have the exact date, I will let you know.
